Compulsory REVISION comments 
 

 
-Abstract cannot contain acronyms - rewrite in full 
- The introduction has very long paragraphs that make it difficult to read and understand 
the text.  
-The map presented in the work is not very explanatory, it needs better resolution, removal 
of the grids, and more precise identification of the research area 
- Some citations from the text are not in the references ((Natalia.et al.2014; AMP, 2007; 
SPSS 20; ACC,2003; Keralem, 2009; Assefa, 2009; Tezara, 2013) 
- Some references were not cited in the text (CACC, 2003; Ejigu et. al, 2009)  
- there may have been a typo in the ACC, 2003. 
- There is a thesis in the references, I do not know to what extent the journal accepts this 
type of reference (line 256)  
- 38.5% of references have more than 10 years  
- Look for more recent works that support the text. 
 - There is no discussion in the first paragraph of the results and discussion, only a 
comparison of results. It is necessary to speak in the text about the probable reasons that 
can lead to these results.  
- The first two paragraphs of the results and discussion are compared with only one paper, 
comparing with at least two papers is necessary.  
- The third paragraph on the price of honey can be divided to not make the reading 
tiresome; there are other works that talk about factors that influence the value of honey that 
can be used in the discussion. 

 

Minor REVISION comments 
 

 
-A few words are written wrong - lines 28, 130,79  
-Sigla SNNPR has no caption 
 
- In line 253 the scientific name of the bee is written together and is not with emphasis 
- Tables 1, 4 and 5 need review to be more presentable 
 
- Tessega (2014) is cited 5 times and is a thesis, the use of theses and the repetition of a 
citation is not recommended more than 3 times, - look for more works that support the text. 
 
- Keralem E (2005) is cited 4 times, it is not recommended to repeat the same citation more 
than 3 times- Look for more works that support the text
