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This is a robust paper. The statistics deployed to study the phenomena is adequate.

There are quite a number of studies that are explicit on the influence of our soil texture on
the road infrastructure. Others are level of education, poverty, etc. However, over 80% of
cars frequently deployed to our roads are used, increasing the probability for an
accident to occur per time. Therefore, a typical road user has been skewed to be
exposed to a higher chance of being involved

Can this study be extended to the airline industry in Nigeria? It would make an interesting
read also.
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
