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Ms AJRIMPS 50342 can be accepted with some minor revisions: 
the materials and methods section can be reduced, reporting the bibliographic source of 
the method already published, it is not necessary to specify the detail of the method. 
Upon completion of the study, oxidative stress markers and treatment-induced ROS 
production could be tested. 
Real time PCR could also shed light on the gene section induced by the treatment and how 
much is modulated by the use of Carica Papaya
